RELAPS5-3D TRAINING

Attendance to RELAP5-3D training is restricted. Only individuals from organizations with a
current RELAP5-3D license who furnish their own laptop with the current version of the code
installed may attend.

Training is broken into lectures, practices and exercises. Topics include: The momentum
equation, research reactor applicability, acceptance criteria, steam tables, pump model, thermal
front tracking, vertical stratification model, output file interpretation, time step sensitivity, water
packing, reflood, pressurizer model, enclosure model, a description of LOFT L2-5, steady-state,
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multi-dimensional hydrodynamics component, reactor protection and control systems, and heat
structure nodalization.

The 2014 International RELAPS5 Users Group (IRUG) Seminar is hosted by Idaho National
Laboratory in Idaho Falls, ID, USA. The Seminar begins September 11 and concludes on the
afternoon of September 12 with the User's Group Business Meeting.
